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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 86-year-old white female that has a history of single kidney. The right kidney was removed in 2004, because of renal cell carcinoma. She has been stage IV without significant proteinuria. The patient underwent comprehensive intervention from the cardiology point of view; two interventions separated by two weeks’ interval and five stents were deployed. The patient developed contrast-induced nephropathy; the creatinine went up to 3.83, but has been gradually correcting. The current creatinine is almost her baseline 2.41 and the BUN is 22. The serum electrolytes showed that the patient had slight hyperkalemia 5.4. She was emphasized about the need to restrict the high potassium content food. Information was given to the patient in terms of food in lower potassium content. She is feeling much better. However, she has lost 9 pounds despite the fact that she feels well and she has a good appetite.

2. Coronary artery disease with PCIs that is asymptomatic at the present time.

3. The patient does not have evidence of anemia.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control with the administration of statins.

5. Osteoarthritis. The patient is doing fairly well. She is going back to Michigan and we will give an appointment to see us in November 2023.

The time invested in the service was as follows: 8 minutes in the evaluation of the lab, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in documentation 7 minutes.
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
