CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient with history of abdominal pain and diarrhea for the past four days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Diarrhea for the past four days, four times today, vomiting x1 initially. Per mother, has had history of occasional wheezing usually with the respiratory infection treated two weeks ago with bronchial asthma, was given Pediapred and amoxicillin. For some reason, the pharmacy did not fill the amoxicillin per mother. Also, has a history of stomach pain, treated by pediatrician with parasitic medication some time ago. He continues with complaints of abdominal pain when he eats.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Gastroenteritis with history of abdominal pain after meals.
PLAN: The patient’s mother was advised if diarrhea continues, to collect samples, to take to pediatrician. Also, to follow up with pediatrician for complaints of chronic abdominal pain. I am not giving any additional medications at this point with suspected viral gastroenteritis, should clear spontaneously without additional treatment. Follow up with pediatrician and here as needed.
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
