CC: Continued cough and requests PT/OT.
HPI: A 60-year-old wheelchair-bound gentleman status post CVA several years ago resulting in right hemiplegia and expressive aphasia. The patient is pleasant. He is able to communicate his needs. Staff will also learn to interpret his gestures. He is seen in room today while he is able to get around in his wheelchair and self-transfer with which he is having a bit of difficulty today with no falls. He has in the past been treated for cough with congestion. It is reported that he is still having some cough without expectoration. Review vital signs are stable. When I went to see the patient it took three attempts before he was finally out of the bathroom and when asked if he had constipation he gave his expression for yes and when I asked if it was a daily thing he nodded yes and he showed me that he has a bottle of MiraLax that he takes daily it is unclear if that is actually true but constipation is a frequent issue. I suggested that we try some additional things and he is in agreement.

DIAGNOSES: Constipation, wheelchair-bound with right hemiplegia, peripheral neuropathy, seasonal allergies, depression, HLD, and GERD.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg 9 a.m. and 9 p.m., ASA 81 mg q.d., Lipitor 40 mg h.s., budesonide nebulizers b.i.d., Zyrtec 10 mg MWF, Celexa 10 mg q.d., docusate 200 mg t.i.d., Pepcid 20 mg q.d., Lasix 20 mg q.d., gabapentin 100 mg b.i.d., MVI q.d., Keppra 750 mg b.i.d., lisinopril 10 mg q.d., and MiraLax q.d.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well developed and nourished male who is able to communicate what he needs.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 112/60, pulse 63, temperature 98.0, respirations 18, and weight 217 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: He has a fairly good breath sounds posteriorly, a few rhonchi anterior upper lung fields and cough without expectoration.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No M, R or G. PMI nondisplaced.

ABDOMEN: Protuberant and nontender. Bowel sounds present. He does have constipation.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Propels his manual wheelchair, actually quite well and self-transfers. He has had no falls.

NEURO: CN II through XII grossly intact. He makes eye contact. He is animated and he is pleasant.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Cough with intermittent congestion. Robitussin DM 10 mL b.i.d. p.r.n.

2. Constipation. Continue with what he currently has and Senokot-S a.m. and h.s. added.

3. Right hemiplegia post CVA and focus on function PT and OT evaluation.
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
