She has good wet diapers every day. The patient did recently have several bouts of diarrhea over several days. She was taken to the hospital, stabilized there. A cream was given to her as well for diaper rash. She is needing additional supplement from that as well today.

No other issues. Healthy baby other than the rash now today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake. She does track with the eyes very well. She does not seem to be in any distress. She is not upset when I get closed to her to examine her.

VITAL SIGNS: Respirations 18. Temperature 98.7. Oxygenation 99%. Pulse within normal limits.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. 
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Diaper area does show fungal type red rash.
The patient will need to get a cream such as nystatin which is what I will be ordering for her today. I have also encouraged mother to leave the diaper off as much as possible and air get to that area.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Diaper rash. Nystatin cream to be applied three times a day also wet the diaper as much as possible to consistent checks on whether she has a wet diaper or not. She is going to monitor that situation and return to clinic or call me if not improving.
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
