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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 65-year-old white male that is followed in this practice because of CKD stage II. The latest laboratory workup that was done on 04/17/2023, shows that the patient has a creatinine of 1, a BUN of 8 and estimated GFR of 78 mL/min. There is no evidence of proteinuria. There is no activity in the urinary sediment.

2. Type II diabetes. The hemoglobin A1c is 7.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure is 161/69. The patient gets better numbers at home according to his information.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

5. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

6. The patient has membranous nephropathy that is in remission.

7. Peripheral vascular disease. The patient quit smoking and he is followed with the vascular surgeon Dr. St. Louis.

8. Gastroesophageal reflux disease on omeprazole.

9. BPH without any symptoms at this point.

10. The patient has a history of seizures that are arrested with the administration of Keppra.

11. Hyperuricemia on allopurinol that has been under control.

12. Degenerative joint disease managed with tramadol. The patient was discouraged of using nonsteroidal antiinflammatories. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.
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
