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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 72-year-old Greek male that is followed in the practice because of a thoracic aortic aneurysm. The last CT scan was in December 2022, and the aneurysm stayed stable at 3.6 cm. The patient has maintained the blood pressure. Today’s blood pressure reading is 120/78. He quit smoking. He does not cough the way he used to and there is no evidence of sputum production. We are going to repeat the CT scan in December 2023.

2. The patient has a history of chronic obstructive pulmonary disease without exacerbation because the patient quit smoking.

3. The patient has a history of iron deficiency and taking iron tablets. The hemoglobin is above 14 g%.

4. The patient has history of gastric ulcer that is in remission.

5. The patient was able to recover from the weight loss. He is up to 135 pounds.

6. BPH without any further deterioration. The patient overall is in fairly stable condition. We are going to reevaluate him in December 2023.
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
