SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Mr. Dennis described that he has been doing fairly good. Denies any depression or mood swings, any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. He was in a good self-care and proper attire, having good eye contact and very productive. Described his arthritis is much controlled. His blood pressure is controlled and he has been having no problem with the current medication. He also indicated that he has found out that Medicare will be providing $2500 for the hearing aid. Therefore, he is going to work on it to get a hearing aid so that he can communicate properly. I discussed that is a good idea. He can do it. He also described otherwise he is doing good. There was no side effect of the medication and compliant with the treatment. He is living with his wife and has been productive. Going for a walk and does mindful therapy. There was no side effect of the medication.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder symptomatically stable, hypertension and arthritis.

PLAN: Continue on Depakote 500 mg b.i.d., Cymbalta 30 mg daily, and trazodone 50 mg at bedtime, Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily a 30-day supply was ordered. Encouraged to continue seeing his medical and follow with the health plan as recommended. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
