History: Ms. Noak was seen today for followup after her being bitten by an assassin bug. The patient brought the bug today as that bug was killed, but this is exactly similar bug; I have taken some pictures and somebody in their family studies bugs and they said that this has been in Texas only for two years, it is not a spider, it is a beetle because it has two legs. There is no redness underneath on its belly. It is an ugly looking, active beetle even though no food or water given to it for three days since Thursday, when the patient collected it in a Coke bottle. The patient was seen. The area where she was bitten does not show any cellulitis. She had developed an allergy to clindamycin that was given for the bug bite. The Integrity Urgent Care had identified also it as an assassin bite and clindamycin was the appropriate antibiotic till she got allergy to it. Her maculopapular eruption was reduced and gone away significantly. She likes Benadryl spray as she could not get Caladryl lotion. The next thing was the patient has still her prednisone that she is trying to finish and I today advised her to use ASAP gel over the area and I advised her lab work even though she is due in July, but since this is a bad bite and then allergic reaction, I think it is a good idea to check her CBC, platelet count and all those things. The patient is given a lab slip to be done at CPL Labs and she will call me Monday to check on her labs. Rest of the exam is as in the chart. I have taken some pictures of the assassin bug that the patient brought with her.
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
