History: Ms. Ayers is a 67-year-old African American female who developed vision problems in the right eye about two months ago and the patient was seen by the retina surgeon who found the patient had a vitreous hemorrhage and needed a vitrectomy. The patient’s hemorrhage resolved. The patient had a vitrectomy and her vision is improved. She feels now that the right eye is the more dominant eye, but he also found nonproliferative diabetic retinopathy in the left eye and he wants to inject a dye and do some testing on the left eye. They found her blood pressure to be significantly elevated when she went to the retina surgeon today and even otherwise her blood pressure has been fairly good. I checked her blood pressure twice and found blood pressure to be 130/80. It was not elevated. We checked it two to three times and let the patient know. The patient complains today that she is using the bathroom more often. The patient’s A1c is 7. It is better than before. She does have though microalbumin in urine and which is a sign of angiopathy. The patient has diabetes and she was set up for PVD testing, but it was raining and the patient states she does not drive in the rain, so she missed the appointment. She was concerned about using urination two or three times at night, which is new for her. So, I decided to do a UA and send urine for culture and sensitivity. The patient is little paranoid about getting some dye test for her retina. Counseling done. Urine culture sent. Discussed the other labs, which include her cholesterol, her thyroid, her liver function, and her kidney function and we will proceed from there. The patient needs serial exams. The microalbumin in urine, which is increased, does indicate that there is some sort of inflammatory process going on. Serial exams needed.
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
