History: Ms. Pierce is a 60-year-old white female who has obesity and who is on Wegovy. She could not handle a high dose of Wegovy; she was able to handle 0.25 mg pen and she wants to continue that. She is losing weight; she has lost about 4 pounds since last visit. Also, she was seeing a pulmonary specialist at CHI St. Joseph who was prescribing her Belsomra for sleep when she went there for sleep study. She states her co-pay for Belsomra has been increasing quite a bit and she cannot afford it. She states temazepam was working good for her and she wanted temazepam refilled. I did not do temazepam on phone because this is change of medicine, not knowing plus she needed her Wegovy refilled too. The patient was examined. Texas PMP will be checked and only cost was the reason why she does not want Belsomra because it was going to cost her $33 every 30 days. She called the pulmonologist’s office. They told her that Dr. Lu does not work there anymore, she has moved out of town and her patients are being taken care of by Dr. Spencer and that she will have to make an appointment to see Dr. Spencer before she can get any medicine, so she just decided to come here. So, the patient was examined, she has lost another 4 pounds, overall doing well. Wegovy and temazepam 30 mg were refilled; I do not suspect abuse. Med list reconciled. We will see her in the office in a month.
