HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 31-year-old female patient here today with a complaint of infection underneath her right armpit. She does have hidradenitis suppurativa. She actually came and saw me approximately two weeks ago. I had given her cefdinir 300 mg twice a day for 10 days. She did get noticeable improvement with that. She is wanting another round of treatment. We will accommodate that today. She and I both note good improvement with that antibiotic.

No other issues verbalized.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Insomnia, anxiety, and hidradenitis suppurativa. She did have a prior bout of pancreatitis some years ago.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy and cholecystectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Trazodone, BuSpar and Zoloft.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN PRODUCTS.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does vape. She denies smoking, drinking, or doing any drug use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 129/72. Pulse 85. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.3. Oxygenating at 97% on room air. Current weight 174 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Examination of the abscess site underneath the right armpit, it is definitely improving, very minimal drainage clear. Definite improvement noted, less induration as well.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Hidradenitis suppurativa. She will be started on cefdinir 300 mg twice a day for two weeks #28. The patient also has associated yeast infection when given antibiotics. We will call in Diflucan 100 mg a day x7 days.
