This female comes here for evaluation of osteoporosis and polycythemia.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 59-year-old female. She is in wheelchair.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular. No murmur.

Abdomen: Feeding G-tube.

Extremities: Spastic quadriplegia with some muscle wasting.

LABORATORY DATA: CBC, WBC 8.7, hemoglobin 15.5, hematocrit 47.1, and platelet 234,000.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Mild polycythemia stable.

2. Osteoporosis. She is on Reclast once a year.

RECOMMENDATIONS: No specific treatment. Followup in three months with CBC.
