Thank you for this referral.

This patient is seen for followup for eosinophilia.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate. She is very restless.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability, tardive dyskinesia, history of eosinophilia chronic, and history of Rotts syndrome.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is in wheelchair. She is restless with involuntary movement.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes: She keeps it closed. ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat. Carotid palpable.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular. No murmur.

Abdomen: She has s feeding tube.

Extremities: Extreme muscle wasting.
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LABORATORY DATA: WBC 6.4, HNA 13.2 and 39.9, platelet 224, and eosinophil 5.5%

DIAGNOSIS: Eosinophilia now resolved and it is stable.

RECOMMENDATIONS: No specific treatment. Followup with CBC in six months.
