HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 6-year-old little girl. Apparently, this little girl was at her other location in Spring, Texas. She had seen Dr. De La Flor-Weiss and he had diagnosed her with upper respiratory infection and sinusitis. X-rays were done at that time as well. He had given her an injection as well as other medications for cough and oral antibiotics. She was to come over here and get injection of Rocephin 500 mg today as well. Actually, she will be coming here four more times for that lung infection.
Mother tells me she continues with the cough. She is mildly tachycardic today, oxygenating well. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She is on an antibiotic twice a day for 10 days and also has a cough medicine prescribed yesterday.
ALLERGIES: AMOXICILLIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She interacts well with me through the exam today. She does not seem in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 116. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.8. Oxygenating at 97%. Current weight 48 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits, mildly pink on the left side. Oropharyngeal area: Mildly erythematous. Oral mucosa moist.
NECK: Soft. There is lymphadenopathy on the anterior cervical chain.
LUNGS: Grossly clear today.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Upper respiratory infection and sinusitis. Today’s intervention will nearly be a Rocephin 500 mg injection, to continue with the plan of care as prescribed yesterday.
2. She will continue with her oral antibiotic as well as cough medicine as well.
3. She is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest. Mother will call us or return to clinic if needed.
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
