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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that she was in a traumatic brain injury.  In January 2020, the patient was on USS Roosevelt Aircraft Carrier.  The patient was in the ocean.  The patient tells me that the injury happened on the flight deck.  The patient tells me that the field person fell and twist the hose, and the hose hit her head and cracked open her helmet.  Basically, the hose was heavy and landed right on to her head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient fell to the ground.  The patient was completely out of consciousness for about one minute.  The patient woke up, felt severe head pain, dizziness, lightheadedness and memory deficits.  The patient was taken to the Medical Bay.  The patient was evaluated for under observation for several hours.  The patient was sent to bed rest for three days.  The patient was given Flexeril first and then the beta-blocker.  She has severe head pain during those days.

The patient currently has significant headaches.  The patient has severe migraines associated with memory deficits and forgetfulness.  The patient needs to repeat the story from time-to-time.   Sometimes she cannot remember what she ate for breakfast. Her memory had significant short-term memory deficits.  The patient also has shooting pain in the neck.  The patient has some kind of visual disturbances when she has the migraines associated with blurred vision and impaired vision at night.  The patient is currently taking amitriptyline for her migraines.
The patient is currently still working for the Navy.  The patient is an aircraft engineer.  The patient is a mechanic for the aircraft.  The patient tells me that her symptoms are causing significant difficulty with work.  Specifically, she is not able to concentrate.  She is not able to focus because of her severe headaches and migraines.  The patient also has some blurred vision when she has headache.  She is not able to do aircraft maintenance any more.
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
