FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION
This is an 86-year-old woman who has been evaluated for face-to-face evaluation for her hospice care.
The patient currently is on hospice with congestive heart failure, respiratory failure, hypoxemia, obesity, diastolic dysfunction, hypertension as well as stage III renal failure.
The patient requires hospice care because she is no more short of breath. Given her continuation of her congestive heart failure, she is morbidly obese and she has sleep apnea, she is not able to lie flat. Her shortness of breath has increased even at rest. She is much weaker than when she was evaluated a few months ago.
She still does not want to use oxygen and has declined use of oxygen at home. The patient has ejection fraction of 15%. The patient is a diabetic. Her blood sugars are barely controlled. She lives by herself, which she has provider services that cares for her on regular basis.

Given the patient’s morbid obesity, end-stage congestive heart failure, worsening renal function, pedal edema, shortness of breath, increased anxiety because of shortness of breath, the patient remains hospice appropriate, expected to live less than six months and continues to reject oxygen at this time.
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
