SUBJECTIVE: The patient has no shortness of breath and no chest pain, but she keeps talking and seems to be delusional. She denies any headache, dizziness, nausea or vomiting. No fever. No chills.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is awake, lying on the bed. No acute respiratory distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 137/65. Pulse 85. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 18 per minute. Pulse oximetry 95% on room air.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric. 

Neck: Supple.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: Chronic edema, but there is no calf tenderness.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, but forgetful and disoriented.

LABS: Recent labs done sodium 142, potassium 4.2, glucose 178, BUN 63, creatinine 1.69, WBC count 7.3, hemoglobin 9, and hematocrit 33.0.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Recent UTI.
2. Delirium and delusion. Still patient is confused.

3. Cardiomyopathy with ejection fraction 25-30%.

4. History of atrial fibrillation and flutter.

5. CKD.

6. Chronic anemia.

7. Cognitive deficit.

PLAN: We will continue all her current medications. Followup closely. If this delirium persists will also need psychiatry evaluation. Discussed with nursing staff.
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
