HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
NECK: Anterior chain lymphadenopathy, right greater than left.
LUNGS: Clear except for rhonchi and upper respiratory coarseness.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Otitis media.

2. Pharyngitis.

3. URI.

4. Bronchiolitis.

5. Treat with Amoxil 400 mg one teaspoon b.i.d.

6. Histex PD 1 cc q.6-8h. p.r.n. for cough.

7. Reevaluate in one week if not better.

8. Discussed findings with mother.

9. Given mother ample time to ask questions before leaving the office.

10. The patient does not appear to be septic and has no other abnormalities on his exam to be concerned of at this time; if the condition does not improve or change, they will return right away.
