HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 26-year-old post-gravida lady as of 04/22/22 where she had her second daughter, comes in today with the symptoms of cough, congestion, yellow sputum, sore throat, and right ear pain. The patient has had mild fever at home. No nausea or vomiting. She is breast-feeding and the child has been doing quite well.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Anxiety and ADHD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Wisdom tooth, elbow and D&C.
MEDICATIONS: Prenatal.
ALLERGIES: SULFA.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Never had one.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. She used to smoke more. Drinking very little.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 142 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 16. Pulse 85. Blood pressure 112/68.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Flu test and strep test pending.

2. Rocephin 1 g now.

3. Amoxil 500 mg t.i.d.

4. Lots of liquid.

5. May take over-the-counter cough medication.

6. Push liquids.
7. If she is not better in three days, she will return for further evaluation.

8. Do not stop the prenatal vitamins.

9. Other medication resumption per OB-GYN.
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ADDENDUM: The patient does have a positive flu test and negative strep test. The patient will be treated with Tamiflu along with Amoxil. The patient is breast-feeding and it is okay to take the Tamiflu after we discussed this together with the patient.
The patient also has a HISTORY OF HEPATITIS C which is new. It was noted during her pregnancy and she is seeing a hepatologist for followup.
