The patient has been receiving Rocephin injection 500 mg daily x3. She is already on Keflex. There is no swelling. There is no inflammation. There is no lymphadenopathy. There is no jaw pain. The patient does have a URI, which she takes albuterol for and mother has been giving it on a p.r.n. basis. Her cough seems to be worse at night, so she is using that mainly at night.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
IMMUNIZATIONS: COVID immunizations none. Regular immunizations are up-to-date.
ALLERGIES: AMOXIL.
MEDICATIONS: Keflex, albuterol at home, Rocephin just finished the third dose today.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child is alert, awake, in no distress. No fever or chills.
VITAL SIGNS: Weight 47 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 97.2. Respirations 16. Pulse 115.

HEENT: TMs are clear. There is no lymphadenopathy around the jaw and there is no facial cellulitis.
NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1, positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Facial cellulitis resolved.
2. Finish Keflex.
3. URI.

4. Bronchiolitis.
5. Cough.
6. Reactive airway disease.
7. May use albuterol up to four times a day.
8. Findings discussed with the mother.
