This is a face-to-face/home visit.

This 78-year-old woman has been evaluated for medical issues and problems. The patient is status post COVID pneumonia, hospitalized on a ventilator, has a PEG tube which was recently replaced. She has severe spasm in her lower extremities. She is quadriplegic. She requires evaluation by neurologist who also fills her baclofen subcutaneous pump. The patient is fed by family for pleasure, but that has been diminishing because she has not been able to tolerate that.
The PEG tube is serving as her only source of nutrition and the feeding at this time.

The patient has an indwelling Foley catheter in place. She has decubitus ulcers on her sacrum and lower extremity in different stages of healing which have actually had responded to increased protein intake. The patient is in need of PT/OT to keep contractures and pain under control. She has a long-standing history of myasthenia gravis going back to age 35 with bipolar disorder and constipation.
Her condition worsened after a stroke and COVID pneumonia and respiratory failure. The patient is now totally bedbound. She requires two persons’ help to get into her specialist only when it is absolutely necessary. She is requiring home health at this time and because she is bedbound, she needs PT/OT and family needs nursing help to care for her; without home health, the patient would not survive very long in my opinion.
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
