JONES, DONNIE
This is a 71-year-old gentleman being recertified for hospice today with history of malignant neoplasm of pancreas. This 71-year-old gentleman has been battling pancreatic cancer for some time. Since last certification, he has been sleeping more, about 18 to 20 hours a day.

He has a KPS score of 40%. He is disabled. He requires special care. He is now bedbound, fully dependent of ADLs. He lives with his wife Vickie who is his primary caregiver. The patient used to be able to ambulate with walker, but no more because of weakness. The patient is ADL dependent as I said, as well as bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient requires position change in every two hours to reduce the chances of developing pressure ulcers.

The patient has also had decreased appetite, significant weight loss, severe weakness, protein-calorie malnutrition and severe muscle wasting. Given above findings, with the diagnosis of pancreatic cancer, there is no chance of cure, the patient is not a candidate for chemo or radiation. The patient is expected to die soon, hence remains hospice appropriate, most likely to die within six months.
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
