ARNOLD, BOBBY
This is a 78-year-old man being recertified for hospice for diagnosis of Alzheimer's disease. The patient’s other comorbidities include atherosclerotic heart disease, coronary artery disease, angina, chest pain, shortness of breath, diabetes, and diabetic neuropathy. He also has history of myocardial infarction and chronic knee pain because of severe articular damage. The patient also suffers from Lewy body dementia and deviated nasal septum.

Since last certification, the patient has continued to do poorly and has declined. He lives with his sister, Donna. The patient’s decline has been going both mental and physical. The patient was oriented x1 previously, but no longer. He has a history of visual hallucination and confusion, now developing worsening sundowner’s syndrome, disorientation especially at night. The patient is not sleeping. The patient is bedbound. The patient is 6/6 ADL dependent and requires diaper changes for bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient requires change in his position. Because of protein-calorie malnutrition, he is at a high risk of developing pressure ulcers. The patient has lost weight, about 3.5 to 4 pounds and is bedbound as I mentioned. The patient remains hospice appropriate, expected to do poorly and has less than six months to live.
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
