RIVERA, GREGORIO
This is a recertification.

Mr. Rivera is a 91-year-old gentleman being recertified for hospice at this time with endstage diagnosis of parkinsonism. The patient also suffers from dementia. He is now bedbound. He suffers from anxiety, protein-calorie malnutrition. He has developed pressure ulcers because of protein-calorie malnutrition and because of his no longer able to assimilate food that he takes by mouth.

He is now bedbound. He is no longer able to walk. He requires wound dressing changes because of his ulceration as I mentioned. He has hypertension, urinary incontinence, bowel and bladder incontinence, and he is ADL dependent. His daughter Lucy is the primary caregiver, reports the patient is now sleeping about 18 to 20 hours a day. He has KPS score of 40%, total ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinent as I mentioned. The patient has multiple wounds in his sacrum, right inner knee, left inner knee all related to pressure ulcers. The patient will never be able to heal these ulcers and decreased appetite which is causing these wounds to never heal and slowly progress and puts the patient at a high risk of sepsis. The patient requires morphine and anxiolytics to control his  symptoms. The patient is definitely hospice appropriate because he is expected to live less than six months and will most likely never heal any of his wounds as I have explained above.
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
