WONG, MAE
Ms. Wong is a 99-year-old woman being recertified for hospice at this time with a diagnosis of parkinsonism. She has a history of confusion and memory loss. Her daughter Ruth who is the primary caregiver states that the patient is now total ADL dependent, no longer able to feed herself which she was able to last visit in the evaluation. The patient is now bedbound totally. No longer able to get into the wheelchair. The patient is bowel and bladder incontinent. She has developed two bed sores on her buttocks which are healing and we are expecting to never heal completely because of protein-calorie malnutrition. She still requires position changes every two hours to reduce the pressure on the bony areas of her body. The patient has lost weight approximately 5 pounds since last visit. She now weighs 90 pounds. She is weak and her daughter has noticed tremendous decline since last evaluation and expects her death soon. It is also the opinion of this examiner that the patient has less than six months to live and hence remains hospice appropriate.
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
