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1. RJ, 69-year-old gentleman seen with the problem with urinating. The patient was hard to wake up. He had a blood alcohol level of 203 mg/dL. CBC, CMP, cardiac, and CT scans were negative. The patient did not answer the phone. He was given time to wake up before discharge.

2. RJ, 56-year-old man with left testicular pain, treated with Toradol. Urinalysis negative. Vital signs negative. He was given no medications. He is somewhat upset, but his pain is getting better. The ultrasound showed no torsion, no epididymitis. Overall, he likes Dr. O'Hearn.
3. AS, 41-year-old woman with nerve pain and toothache. The patient had dental caries. Given clindamycin ER and clindamycin at home. Left message to call me back.

4. ST, 33-year-old woman dizzy, high blood pressure, sweaty hands, left before triaged. She did not answer me as why she left before triaged.

5. MC, is a 34-year-old male with nausea, dizziness, and headache. CBC and CMP were negative. The patient had a CT of the neck, but not of the head. He was treated with Z-PAK. Left message for the patient to call me back. Not sure why the CT was done of the neck and not of the head.
6. UH, is a 25-year-old with sore throat and bumps on the back of the throat. Strep test was negative. Diagnosed with pharyngitis. Treated with Z-PAK. No one answered at the phone number left in the ER.

7. AK, is an 18-year-old with head and neck pain after fell asleep and rolled into a ditch. Dr. O'Hearn ordered a CT of the head, but no x-ray or CT of the neck. No medications were given. Left message for the patient to call me back. PLEASE CONSIDER CLEARING C-SPINE IN ANY TYPE OF MOTOR VEHICLE ACCIDENTS.

8. DH, is a 26-year-old male with vomiting. The patient was diagnosed with H. pylori, not treated with any medication. CBC, CMP, ______ and urine tox screen were negative. He was given Flagyl, omeprazole and Biaxin. He is doing slightly better.
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He hated Dr. O'Hearn. When I asked him why, he said the physician said “you have the same thing as the other guy and I said what’s that,” the patient replied, “he said none of your business or mind your own business.” He was very upset about the way he was treated. He said none of your business by physician and the patient was very upset the way he was treated. He is thinking about reporting him to the board because of how rude he was. We had a long discussion regarding this.
9. EG, is an 18-year-old woman with facial numbness. The patient was diagnosed with otitis media and Bell’s palsy, treated with Rocephin and Solu-Medrol. Sent home with azithromycin and Medrol Dosepak. Left message for the patient to call me back.

10. KT, 33-year-old male with seizure disorder, comes in with seizure, was loaded with Keppra 1 g. The patient had THC and MDMA in his urine. Tylenol level, aspirin level, tox screens were all negative. CT of the head was negative. No number was left in the emergency room.

11. MP, is a 77-year-old guy comes in with right leg pain. Dr. O'Hearn ordered CBC, CMP, and DVT studies, all negative. The patient had Norco at home. He states that his leg is fine and he liked Dr. O'Hearn.
12. AR, is a 27-year-old female with gum and dental pain. On the right lower molar, the patient had a dental block, given clindamycin and sent home. The patient was happy with the care received.
13. EC, is a 66-year-old man, comes in with low back pain. The patient left without being seen. When I called him today, he stated he got worse, got short of breath. He is back in the emergency room at Texas Emergency now.

14. TY, is a 59-year-old with cough, congestion, headache, and sore throat. Vitals stable. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with bronchitis. Given Rocephin, Decadron, and Tylenol in the emergency room. Tessalon Perles and azithromycin at home.
15. MC, is an 8-year-old female with vomiting and stomachache. CBC, CMP, urinalysis and CT were negative. Treated with Zofran. PLEASE CONSIDER SWAB TESTING FOR FLU A, FLU B, COVID AND STREP IN YOUNG CHILDREN WITH NAUSEA AND VOMITING. Mother was happy with the care and the child is slowly getting better.

16. CS, is a 37-year-old woman with shortness of breath, weakness, closed throat, and vomiting. Vitals stable. Workup negative including CBC, CMP, swab test and chest x-ray. Given Rocephin and Solu-Medrol. Sent home with Z-PAK and Zofran. Doing a little bit better and felt like Dr. O'Hearn did a good job taking care of her.
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
