CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left knee pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his left knee pain level is 6 or 7 despite meloxicam 7.5 mg once a day and the patient had x-ray of the left knee and results are reviewed with the patient and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction. The patient also has pain radiating from the knee upwards sometimes to the mid-thigh and sometimes he feels tightness in the knee joint.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Left knee examination reveals tenderness of the knee joint especially in the lateral compartment and weightbearing is most painful; however, the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
