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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT

CLINICAL INDICATION

Neurological evaluation with history of TIA/episode of transient global amnesia.
CURRENT FINDINGS

1. Morbid obesity with risk factors for obstructive sleep apnea/central sleep apnea – nocturnal hypoxemia.

2. Maternal family history of coronary disease.

Dear Daniel & Professional Colleagues:

Thank you for referring Renita Fox for neurological evaluation.

Renita was seen for her initial examination on March 7, 2023. As you are aware, Renita reported an episode of the transient global amnesia that has resolved and not recurred.
She was seen initially for evaluation on March 7, 2023, and has completed MR brain imaging at MD Imaging at your request on March 31, 2023, showing evidence for isolated ischemic microvascular disease, but no other unusual findings.
Her initial laboratory testing for which she should have obtained copies from Quest Diagnostics showed dyslipidemia with an elevated Apolipoprotein B, a borderline hemoglobin A1c of 5.6 and a high level of insulin resistance score of 99 consistent with her clinical examination findings of morbid obesity with significantly increased abdominal girth.
These findings are consistent with individuals with metabolic disorder.

Her nutritional analyses were within normal limits as were her mineral assay studies.
In consideration of this presentation, I am ordering additional followup laboratory testing for endovascular inflammatory risk factors considering further evaluation for atherosclerotic disease.
She will be scheduled for home sleep study to exclude sleep apnea syndrome.
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She most likely will need to be initiated on statin therapy and monitored for her progress and with these current findings may be a candidate for type II diabetes. Weight reduction related medications such as Ozempic, which will help treat her metabolic syndrome with insulin resistance.
I am seeing her for reevaluation in one month with the results of additional testing.
I will send a followup report then.
