Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Farhat comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She was last examined with me in September 2014. At that time, she was found to have nystagmus and corneal scarring which explained her vision of light perception only on both sides. She states that there has been no interval change since that time. She has a history of retinitis pigmentosa and states that she has had low vision for her entire life. She does not work and states that she needs the assistance of other people and low vision aids in order to function in her environment.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is light perception only on both sides. This is at distance and near, with and without correction. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance shows an exotropia. The movements show a torsional and lateral jerk nystagmus with a wandering pattern. Intraocular pressures measure 11 on the right and 8 on the left with i-Care tonometer. The slit lamp examination shows bilateral corneal bulging with stromal scarring on both sides. The fundus examination is difficult to obtain because of the nystagmus and corneal scarring, however, bone-spicule pigmentation is apparent on both sides. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Goldmann visual field testing utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows the absence of a visual field on both sides.

Assessment:
1. Retinitis pigmentosa.

2. Nystagmus.

3. Corneal scarring.

Ms. Farhat has clinical findings that can explain her low level of vision. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties reading large print, avoiding hazards in her environment, and using visual stimuli to distinguish between objects. Her prognosis is poor.
