Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Taylor comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She was last seen here in 2019 and was recognized to have albinism with nystagmus and amblyopia. She states that there has been no interval change since that examination. Currently, she is a senior in high school and states that she is able to complete her course work because she does it on-line and can use large print on the computer. She does not use eye drops. She has not had eye surgery.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/100 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of +0.25 –4.25 x 180 on the right and –0.25 –2.25 x 180 on the left. The near acuity through the distance correction measures 20/100 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance shows a small exophoria. The muscle movements show a pendular and jerk nystagmus on both sides. Intraocular pressures measure 18 on each side with a Tono-pen. The slit lamp examination shows bilateral iris transillumination. The media are clear. The fundus examination shows a blonde appearance without a foveal reflex on each side. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.2 on each side. There are no hemorrhages. The eyelids show mild chalasis.

Goldmann visual field testing utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 60 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 88 degrees of horizontal field on the left.

Assessment:
1. Amblyopia.
2. Nystagmus.

3. Albinism.

Ms. Taylor shows clinical findings that are consistent with the history. There has been no interval change on examination since she was last examined in this office in 2019. Her vision will not improve, but it is not likely to deteriorate further as well. Her prognosis is stable.
