The patient presents with coughing, congestion, and scratchy throat for the past week with a history of asthma on Singulair and other medications including albuterol inhaler, Symbicort and has a home nebulizer, states he has been using.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough and congestion with history of asthma, states that he just shots for allergies.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Rhinorrhea. Neck: Supple without masses. Chest: With faint expiratory rales with rhonchi. Extremities: Negative. Skin: Negative. Neurological: Negative.
IMPRESSION: Flare-up of asthma with upper respiratory infection and mild pharyngitis.
PLAN: The patient had testing done which was negative. The patient was advised to continue his medications, use his nebulizer as needed and given injections of Rocephin and DEXA with prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. Advised to follow up in a few days. Consideration of chest x-ray, not warranted at this time.
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
