The patient presents with history of a lump on left side of her neck for three days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: She complains of cough and congestion with a lump in the left neck for the past three days, maybe getting better.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Strep every two times a month according to mother, seen here several months ago with strep.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of the pharynx. Neck: 1+ adenopathy on the left. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had a strep screen which was positive.
DIAGNOSIS: Strep pharyngitis, recurrent by history, with upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: Suggested followup in two weeks for repeat strep to be sure it is clearing. Also, advised of getting into seeing a pediatrician as soon as possible for ENT referral.
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
