CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Abdominal pain.

2. Nausea.

3. Vomiting.

4. Diarrhea.

5. Fever of 101.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 46-year-old woman started having four days’ history of nausea, vomiting, fever, and diarrhea. “She is getting worse.” Abdominal pain continues on the left side. She has no gallbladder.
She has had nausea, vomiting and volume depletion. She is very dizzy when she stands up. Blood pressure is 90/56 and positive tilt.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Migraine headaches.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal ligation, C-section, gallbladder surgery and history of ulcerative colitis with history of colostomy and reversal in the past.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: CODEINE.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She works for the post office. She is married. She does not use any drugs. She does not smoke. She does not drink alcohol.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of a car accident. Mother died of heart failure.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is awake, but pale. She is alert, but looks weak.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 233 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 16. Pulse 82. Blood pressure 99/56.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Tachycardic at times.
ABDOMEN: Tenderness left upper quadrant.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
Flu test negative A and B. The patient had a COVID test that was negative. Urinalysis is negative.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Nausea and vomiting.

2. Abdominal pain.

3. Pain is getting worse.

4. Diarrhea.

5. Volume depletion.

6. She is in desperate needs of IV fluids.

7. Sent the patient to the emergency room for IV fluids. CBC and CT scan now. Order written for the emergency room physician to follow and we will get the results as soon as they are available. Ultrasound of the abdomen today shows no changes compared to September 2022.
