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14-Day Event Recorder Report

The 14-day event recorder was performed from 04/19/23 to 05/03/23.

There were few episodes of multifocal atrial tachycardia. The longest episode was for 8 beats on 04/23/23 at 8:16 time and it was 128 beats per minute, but irregular. There were two five beat episode 180 beats per minute irregular and another at 144 beats per minute irregular. Both these episodes were multifocal atrial tachycardia. The fastest episode of multifocal atrial tachycardia was in 04/22/23 at 19:50 for four beats which were irregular and the rate which was noted to be fastest was around 190 beats per minute irregular. Rare single PAC and occasional two PACs in the row were noted. Rare single PVCs were noted. The patient was asymptomatic throughout the 14-day event recorder.

Final Interpretation:

1. Multifocal atrial tachycardia with the longest episode of 8 beats at 128 beats per minute and it is irregular plus without any symptom.

2. The fastest episode of multifocal atrial tachycardia was four beats in a row at 190 beats per minute.

3. Rare single and very rare two PACs in a row.

4. Rare single PVCs.

5. The patient is symptomatic throughout the 14-day event recording observation.
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
