SUBJECTIVE: This patient is seen today for followup with progress note. He has been doing well with physical therapy and he is concerned about his labile blood pressure although he is totally asymptomatic. He has no cough. No congestion. No shortness of breath. No chest pain. No nausea. No vomiting.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 101/62, pulse 87, temperature 97.6, respiration 18, and pulse ox 93% on room air.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Diminished breath sounds at the bases but no wheezing. No rales.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema. Ecchymosis resolved.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

LABS: Sodium 142, potassium 3.4, chloride 106, glucose 84, BUN 10, creatinine 0.9, WBC count 7.46, hemoglobin 10.4, and hematocrit 33.3.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Coronary artery disease status post coronary artery bypass graft.

2. History of chronic smoking.

3. History of emphysema/COPD currently stable.

4. No wheezing.

5. Deconditioning with generalized weakness status post surgery.

PLAN: We will continue all his current medications. The patient is doing very well. Physical therapy to be continued and monitor him closely.
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
