REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness. No sore throat. No ear or nasal congestion.

GI: No vomiting.

Musculoskeletal: No pain.

Genitourinary: No hematuria.

Neuro: No syncope.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
