History: James Parsons is a pleasant 40-year-old white male who we diagnosed as having celiac disease last year in October. He has been following a strict diet and whatever tests I had done for his celiac, he wanted to repeat it and see how things are going on. The tests were repeated and the antibody levels are much lower than before. His testosterone levels were normal. He states few years ago he was found to have a cyst over his right testicle. He had seen Dr. Charles Peirce. Apparently, Dr. Peirce is not in the office today, but he states he tired to move the cyst and may have caused it to twist a little bit and he was asking my advice. I told him that a torsion of testes is painful and that if he did anything to hurt his testicle he needs to be seen in the ER because torsion of testicles is an emergency. The patient understands that as plan of treatment, he plans to go to the emergency room to get his right testicle tested. If he is not able to get hold of Dr. Peirce for examining him today and it is very hard to get an ultrasound of testicle even on an emergency basis at St. Joseph Hospital here. At this point, he is to continue gluten-free diet, he is taking probiotics and he will see a urologist for his right testicular problems.
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
