I have told her to come and see me immediately in case she breaks out into a rash on her back that is suggestive of shingles. The patient understands plan of treatment. Currently, I examined her and there was no rash and her physical exam suggests musculoskeletal low back pain. Serial exams needed, at which time further testing can be done if there is no improvement.
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
