CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Neck pain.

2. Left-sided pain.

3. Left arm pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 58-year-old gentleman who was involved in a motor vehicle accident on 05/10/2023. Since then, he has been having some neck pain. He did not lose consciousness. He did not go to the hospital and he is having some left arm pain. Pain does not appear to be cardiac. Of course, pain is very much musculoskeletal. He can make the pain come back by moving his neck, by moving his head to one side or another. He has negative strength changes. No numbness. No tingling. The patient is a 58-year-old who used to fly helicopter for the San Antonio Police Department. He has been totally disabled from the VA because of glioblastoma. He had one set of chemotherapy which helped him tremendously, then repeat PET scan shows a recurrence of glio and subsequently he is now on clinical trials of MD Anderson.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, ED, seizure disorder, hyperlipidemia, atrial fibrillation, status post craniotomy for glioblastoma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy and craniotomy.
MEDICATIONS: Chemo medications, Bystolic, lamotrigine for seizure, pravastatin and Cialis. 
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. He is an avid exerciser.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. Once again, he did not lose consciousness.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 189 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 97.2. Respirations 16. Pulse 94. Blood pressure 127/74.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
There is tenderness noted about the upper cervical region.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. X-ray of the neck today shows no fracture, severe spasm bilaterally left greater than right.

2. Since the patient is going to MD Anderson for chemo, I have given a prescription for Flexeril and he needs to get their blessing before he gets started.

3. Antiinflammatory per MD Anderson.

4. Gastroesophageal reflux because of his chemo.

5. Weight is down 10 pounds because he recently had nausea, vomiting and issues with gastroenteritis as well as his chemo keeping him from eating.

6. We talked about redoing his echocardiogram and carotid ultrasound and prostate ultrasound from 2022, but he has had most of that done. So, we did refrain from doing any further workup at this time.

7. Continue with clinical trials of MD Anderson.

8. He will not take any medication including Flexeril unless that has been okayed by folks at MD Anderson.
