The patient presents with history of congestion and drainage. He states he has had congestion for the past 10 days, now with purulent discharge with some sinus pressure with history of allergic rhinitis.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Otherwise negative. He states he has had a recent physical with lab work which are within normal limits.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Wife is a nurse practitioner and works for United Health now, used to work at Cleveland Pediatrics.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Tonsils not enlarged. Chest: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Musculoskeletal: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Sinusitis.
PLAN: The patient is given injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone with prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. Follow up as needed.
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
