This 67-year-old male patient from Denton State Supported Living Center is seen for Dr. Atluri and he is being followed for chronic anemia.

SYMPTOMS: The patient is very happy showing of his several mails that he received. Otherwise, no symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability and history of seizure disorder. The patient is on Depakote and Keppra.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is in a wheelchair. He is hugely built.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: WBC 7.9, hemoglobin 10.5, hematocrit 34.5, and platelets 213.
DIAGNOSIS: Anemia secondary to seizure, on medications, is still persistent.

RECOMMENDATIONS: At this point, no specific treatment. Continue the same. Follow up in three months.
