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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 2019, the patient was in a training exercise.  The patient was digging a fighting hole.  The patient tells me that his colleague, had thrown a big rock in his direction.  The patient tells me that the rock hit the left side of the head.  The patient immediately started having bleeding to the left side of the head.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient becomes confused and disoriented.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  The patient was brought to the medical attention.  The patient has staples on the left temporal area.

The patient tells me that since then he has significant headache.  He has headache on everyday basis.  He described these headaches as migraine headaches.  He becomes very sensitive to light.  The patient has also significant difficulty to focus.  The patient is taking ibuprofen.
The patient tells me that he is currently getting out of Marine Corp a few days ago.  The patient is trying to get a job.  The patient tells me that his head pain is significantly affecting to concentrate and to focus.  The patient has difficulty to hold a steady job.  The patient states that it is affecting his job performance.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained a traumatic brain injury in 2019.  The patient was in a training exercise, digging a fighting hole.  The patient tells me that his colleague threw a big rock to the left side of the head.  The patient had immediate severe pain on the left head.  The patient had started to bleeding.  The patient had severe head pain, confusion and disorientation.  The patient required medical attention and had staples in the left temporal area.  The patient tells me since then he has significant head pain.  The patient has migraine headaches.  The patient has sensitivity to light.  The patient has difficulty to focus and concentration.  It is my opinion that he sustained traumatic brain injury.  The head injury causing bleeding from the rock, subsequent head pain, confusion, disorientation, and these all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.  Since then the patient has significant headache, light sensitivity and difficulty to focus.  I believe the patient has posttraumatic migraine headache disorder as well.
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
