HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was in a traumatic brain injury.  It was October 15, 2016.  The patient was in Afghanistan.  The patient was a driver.  The patient was driving a lead vehicle in a convoy; his vehicle got hit by an IED.  The IED was very powerful.  The blast of the IED hit his vehicle and he hit the head on the side door panel.  The side door panel was made of metal parts.  The patient immediately had loss of consciousness.  He was out of consciousness for a few minutes.  He woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient also had severe headache.  The patient has ringing in the ears.  The patient would need to see his medical personnel.  The patient was having these symptoms for the rest of the day with confusion, disorientation, severe headache and ringing in the ears.

The patient currently has confusion, headaches, ringing in the ears and dizziness.  The patient has ringing in the ears frequently.  The headaches are also frequent.  The confusion is also on a daily basis.  The patient has trouble with memory.  The patient has been taking Tylenol for headaches.  His memory is also poor.  He needs to write down a lot of things in order to communicate.  He needs to write down just about everything on note, so that he may remember what he talked about.

The patient is currently working for applied materials company.  The patient is working as a contractor.  The patient is a chemical technician.  The patient tells me that symptoms are preventing him doing well at work.  The patient tells me that he has frequent headaches and dizziness.  The patient has ringing it the ears.  The confusion and disorientation are affecting him to do his job effectively.  The patient tells me that his memory has also been a problem.  He needs to write down a lot of things on note.  He will forget his job duties.  The patient would ask things and that he would forget about it and his headaches are affecting him to work.  He needs to take frequent breaks at work.  The patient also is very dizzy, light sensitive and sound sensitive.

MoCA examination score today is 29/30.  The patient missed one on delay recall.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  It was on October 15, 2016, the patient was in Afghanistan.  The patient was driving a lead vehicle.  His vehicle got hit by an IED.  He hit his head against the metal part on the side of the door panel.  The patient was knocked unconsciousness for a few minutes.  The patient woke up with severe headache, dizziness, lightheadedness, ringing in the ears.  The patient felt like this for the rest of the day.  Since then, the patient has significant symptoms including chronic frequent headaches, ringing in the ears, confusion, trouble with memory, and dizziness.  The patient also has significant difficulty at work.  The patient is not able to remember a lot of things at work.  The patient needed to write down everything that people tell him. The patient is not able to perform well at work.  It is my opinion that he has sustained a traumatic brain injury.

The loss of consciousness, the head hit against the metal part inside of a car door panel, loss of consciousness, resulted in headaches, confusion, disorientation and ringing in the ears, these all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury. Since then, he has continued significant ringing in the ears, frequent headaches, confusion and also difficulty with memory.
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
