SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today for followup. The patient is status post left total knee arthroplasty and known Afib. He has been maintained on anticoagulation, anxiety disorder, chronic pain, chronic heart failure with preserved ejection fraction, GERD, gouty arthritis, COPD, hypertension, history of knee replacement, obesity, pulmonary hypertension, and Afib.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
HEENT: No headache. No dizziness. No sore throat. No ear or nasal congestion.

Pulmonary: No cough.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting. No bleeding.

GU: No hematuria.

Neuro: No syncope.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is awake. She is alert, oriented x 3. Her knee pain is much better. 

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 134/68. Pulse 65. Temperature 98.0 F. Respiration 19. Pulse oximetry 99%.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric. No ear or nasal discharge. Throat clear.

Neck: Supple.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2 irregular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: Left knee surgical site wound is healing. Mild swelling, but no calf tenderness.

Neurologic: Awake, alert and oriented x 3.

LABS: PT is 30.4 and INR 2.9 is little upper level of normal range.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Atrial fibrillation benign.

2. Status post left knee total arthroplasty.

3. Hypertension.

4. Anxiety disorder.

5. Afib.
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6. History of hypertension.

7. History of COPD.

PLAN: The patient has slightly elevated PT/INR. We will hold warfarin dose tonight. Repeat PT/INR on 05/27/23. Restart warfarin tomorrow. Warfarin dose to be adjusted and continue all her current medications. Care plan discussed with nursing staff.
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
