Overall, she is doing much better. She did get attack of shingles from which she has recovered. She had some labs done on 05/23/2023, that showed sodium 141, potassium 3.7, BUN 26 and creatinine 1.29, which is definitely higher than creatinine of 0.94 done on 01/25/2023. Her A1c was good to 5.6. Her LDL was just 69. Her hemoglobin was 11.9. TSH normal. I discussed that she has an elevated creatinine reducing her GFR to about 40% that we will have to recheck it. It is possible that she is somewhat dehydrated and this is a prerenal azotemia. The patient understands that. So, I advised to encourage fluids and recheck the CMP and then come for followup end of June 2023.
