He was having transient flickering of his upper chest muscles lasting for 30 seconds or so, which he described it as pain, but he states he gets it several times a day. The intensity of the pain is 1-2. It is not related to exertion. It is not associated with shortness of breath. The patient had seen Dr. Gutierrez in the past and had some chemical stress test done that was negative, but the patient states he was here and he is concerned, so he said about this chest pain. I did EKG on him, which showed sinus bradycardia, no acute changes. The patient is a bodybuilder and has well-built muscles and he is concerned about his heart. So, what I have decided to do is advise him to get a coronary calcium score to be done at CapRock Hospital and, if that is abnormal, then he can qualify for a cardiac cath. The patient understands that this test is not covered with insurance and may cost him $150. The patient understands that and he will schedule it and I will see him in the office after that.
