HPI: An 80-year-old with a neurogenic bladder who does self-catheterization t.i.d. and has a history of recurrent UTIs is seen today after having symptoms of dysuria earlier this week. The patient takes nitrofurantoin 100 mg h.s. for prophylactic measures. She is seen in the room, husband present. UA shows E. coli UTI with multiple sensitivities. I have chosen Cipro 500 mg b.i.d. x 5 days. The patient states dysuria has eased up. We did call in Azo and she has been taking that p.r.n.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: E. coli UTI. Cipro 500 mg b.i.d. x 5 days and again talked about appropriate hygiene for self-catheterization. She will continue with h.s. nitrofurantoin. 
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
