CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 91-year-old with a history of CKD. He has hemodialysis Monday and Friday, CHF, gout, BPH and is on anticoagulation secondary to dialysis catheter.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/29/23 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Renal diet.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Elderly male in his recliner, sound asleep and wife states that that is all he does when he is not in dialysis is sleep. With some effort, he did awaken so I could review his labs with him. 

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 113/65, pulse 80, temperature 96.8, respirations 18, and height 5’6”.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No M, R or G.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has bilateral pressure wounds on his heels. They are wrapped and covered. He denies pain. No lower extremity edema. He weight bears with assist. 
NEURO: Oriented to person and general location. He is soft-spoken, just says a few words at a time. He is pleasant, but could not stay awake.

SKIN: There is dryness on his shins with skin flaking.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CKD IV, on HD. Screening TSH WNL at 1.16.

2. Hypoproteinemia. T protein is 4.8 and albumin 2.4. Encouraged protein drink q.d. BUN and creatinine are 39 and 3.0. Continue with HD as ordered. 
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
