CC: Fall followup.

HPI: An 84-year-old who had a witnessed fall in the dining room. The patient was walking away from the table, lost his balance and fell backward hitting his head. There was a laceration with much bleeding. He was sent to the ER where he received staples and returned with no new orders. He was cooperative to being seen. He is quiet. He makes eye contact and just waits to see what I have to say. He denied pain as far as headache or at the site of the laceration and no pain in general. He states his appetite is good. He sleeps with no problem. Denies sleeping throughout the day which is generally true and he is able to voice his needs. Staff report him as compliant who will let them know if he needs something. 
DIAGNOSES: Dementia with a history of psychosis which has not been seen since admit, right eye ectropion and a progression of incontinence to full incontinence of both bowel and bladder. 
MEDICATIONS: Aricept 5 mg b.i.d., Haldol 1 mg h.s., and Seroquel 200 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.
CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is seated in the dining room. He was alert and cooperative when seen.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/66, pulse 70, temperature 98.1, respirations 18, and weight 157 pounds.
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HEENT: On the occipital area, there is a vertical laceration that has six staples in place. 

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Independent ambulation. No lower extremity edema. He moves arms in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. He answers questions and is generally able to give an appropriate answer. He also voices his needs and asks questions that are specific. He does require assist for 4/6 ADLs. 
SKIN: Purple bruising. No seeping or drainage and the site appears to be healing appropriately. No pain with exam around the laceration. 

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Scalp laceration. Healing is appropriate. Staple removal order written for 05/26/23.

2. Full urinary incontinence. I am going to empirically treat for UTI to see if that is an issue and if no improvement then a week trial on OAB medication Detrol LA. 
3. Code status. His brother who lives in Oklahoma but out of the city is his POA. So, we will contact him at next visit. I have tried previously without success.
