CC: Followup on pain management.
HPI: A 93-year-old with advanced vascular dementia. She is quiet, speaks infrequently, very limited ability to give information. She is sitting in her wheelchair just has a blank expression on her face staring out into space, not making eye contact. The patient is in a wheelchair that she does not propel. She is a full transfer assist requires full assist with 6/6 ADLs. She prefers to sit in her room all day. Her POA comes to visit her frequently and takes her out for church on Sundays.
DIAGNOSES: End-stage vascular dementia, left lower extremity pain, Afib, HTN, macular degeneration with left eye injections and chronic pain management.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/24/2023, note.
ALLERGIES: BONIVA, CRESTOR, and PCN.
DIET: Regular NAS thin liquid.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
HOSPICE: Traditions.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is well-groomed, seated quietly and just look straight ahead non-purposefully.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 134/76, pulse 64, temperature 97.7, respiration rate 16, and weight 132 pounds.
HEENT: Her hair is combed. She is well-groomed. Glasses are in place and when I speak to her directly she will make eye contact. Conjunctivae clear. Moist oral mucosa.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No M, R or G. PMI nondisplaced.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

RESPIRATORY: Does not cooperate with deep inspiration, but lung fields clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.
NEURO: Orientation x1.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Pain management. W00en last seen adjusted Norco 5/325 mg to be scheduled b.i.d. with additional x2 p.r.n. doses and it appears to have decreased her left leg pain.
2. Vascular dementia. There has been clear advancement in it. She just seems present. Her affect is generally blunted and it takes getting her attention for her to make eye contact.
3. Medication review. I am discontinuing statins a couple of supplements as well as Bystolic, which has been held to see how her BP did without it. Her blood pressures are well within normal.
